Dear future Princess Anne High School Algebra 2 & Trigonometry student,

I hope you are enjoying your summer break.  While summer can be a welcome break from schoolwork, I find that many students come into my course weak in their Algebra 1 skills due to too long of a break from practicing.  Since Algebra 1 is a prerequisite course, we will spend very little time in class reviewing these skills and will jump right into the 2nd level of Algebra when school starts.  Therefore, I would like you to practice your Algebra 1 skills before you come to my Algebra 2 & Trigonometry class in September.  This can be achieved through a self-directed review of the Algebra 1 skills found on the Khan Academy website.  

For this assignment, you are to use the guidelines listed on the next page of this document to review and complete practice exercises for the “Algebra I Skills”.  You are to complete as many practice exercises as needed until you feel you have mastered each skill.  Try to complete this assignment a little at a time and early in the summer so you have time to seek help if needed.  I will be monitoring your progress periodically throughout the summer, and the assignment must be completed by the first day of class.  I should see that you have worked toward mastery of at least five of the nine Algebra I skills by July 31, 2016.  There will be an assessment during the first week of school which will assess these Algebra I skills.  
Directions to access the website:

1. Visit www.khanacademy.org to sign up for (and log in to) an account, or if you already have an account, log in to your existing account.

2. Visit khanacademy.org/coaches.

3. In the “Add a coach” field, enter the class code N54RY8 to join the 2016-2017 Algebra 2 Trigonometry class using your first name and last name as it will appear on your school schedule.
4. Find and complete practice exercises for each of the skills listed in the “Algebra I Skills” section listed below.  Your instructions are on the back of this page. 
Algebra I Skills for you to practice:
1. simplifying expressions containing basic fractions (adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing)

2. solving linear equations and inequalities

3. graphing linear equations and inequalities

4. solving systems of linear equations 

5. simplifying polynomial expressions (multiplying, dividing, factoring)

6. solving quadratic equations by factoring 

7. simplifying expressions using properties of exponents

8. simplifying (multiplying and dividing) rational expressions

9. simplifying square roots
Directions to access the practice problems:
1. From the Subjects menu, choose Math ( Algebra I.
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2. Skip the “Mission warm-up” for now by clicking the X at the top, right.  You can come back to it later if you wish.

3. Click on the “View full list of Algebra I content” link at the top, right side of the page.
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4. Explore each of the Khan Academy Algebra I topics to find exercises appropriate for reviewing the “Algebra I Skills” listed on the next page of this document.
5. Each Khan Academy topic includes links to videos and practice exercises.  The videos have a         icon and the practice exercises have a        icon.
6. For some skills you may need to search for exercises using the search box at the top of the page.

7. Complete practice exercises as needed until you feel that you have mastered each skill.

8. View the hints and supplemental videos as needed.

· Keep in mind, there is no set number of exercises that you must complete.  You are to complete practice exercises for each of the skills listed on the front until you feel that you have mastered each skill.

· A calculator should be used SPARINGLY (if at all) on this assignment!  Strong mental arithmetic skills are indispensable at this level of mathematics.  Be disciplined and work diligently to build your mental math muscles!
