	COURSE INFORMATION:

	Algebra 2 & Trigonometry is a fast-paced course that combines a year course (Algebra 2) and a semester course (Trigonometry) in the course of one year.  This course is geared for the above-average math student who is planning on taking Math Analysis and/or Calculus in high school.  All students need to come with a solid foundation of Algebra I and Geometry in order to be successful.  

	ASSESSMENT/GRADING
	STUDENT CONDUCT & CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

	· The 9-weeks grade will be calculated with the total point system (points earned divided by points possible)
· There will be a graded assessment in every class.
· An answer alone is rarely sufficient for full credit.  The student’s work will be checked for accuracy and graded accordingly.
· There will be a summative assessment or test (worth 100 points each) at the end of each unit.  
There will be 2 to 3 tests per quarter.
· There will be daily formative assessments or quizzes (worth 10 to 50 points each).
There will be 2 to 5 quizzes per unit.
· Since quizzes are used as learning tools, one or more of the lowest quizzes will be dropped per unit.
· Projects (worth 50 to 100 points) will be announced in advance, giving the student plenty of time to secure the proper materials to complete it.  
There will be at most one project per quarter.
· Students who are unable to complete a quiz or test in the allotted block will have until the end of that same day to complete it or it will be graded “AS-IS”.
· All graded quizzes should be fully corrected and stored in your notebook in the proper section.
· Students who complete at least 80% of the each unit’s homework on time will be eligible to retake a test, but only after following Edwards’ Retake Guidelines.  
· FYI:  The maximum score on a retest will be an 86.
	ALL students will be expected to:
· Show respect to the teacher and all students.
· Communicate any personal problems with the teacher before class to avoid unnecessary misunderstandings.

· Ask questions regarding grades before or after class, so it does not disrupt classroom instruction.

· Be in his/her seat on time, prepared with all materials, working on the initial class activity when the bell rings.  
· Refrain from eating in the classroom.  Bottled water will be allowed if a student wishes.

· Stay focused during instruction at all times.  Sleeping in class will NOT be tolerated.  If a student is ill, he/she will be sent to the clinic.

· Raise his/her hand and wait to be called on before asking or answering questions, as to allow all classmates the opportunity to participate.

· Refrain from talking, passing notes, personal grooming, or any type of disruption at all times.

· Stay completely silent during tests/quizzes and keep his/her paper covered at all times. 
· Use a pencil or black pen on all graded assignments. 
· Put forth his/her BEST EFFORT each day, regardless of how difficult the material may be.  Giving up is NEVER an option in my class!

· Help students in your group when you understand a concept and they are having trouble.

	· When you are absent, refer to your syllabus and stay up to date with the class as much as possible.
· Upon return to school, come to Mrs. Edwards’ desk to turn in past due homework and obtain missing papers. 
· It is the student’s responsibility to copy the notes from another student or the website and learn the material outside of class.
· Work missed due to an extended excused absence must be made up by the unit test.
· If a student misses a test review day, he/she is still expected to take the test the day it is scheduled.      
· If a student is absent on a test day, he/she will be expected to make up the test during the next class, during Academic Support, or after school.
· If a quiz is not made-up before it is returned to the class, the student will not be able to make it up and the quiz grade will be replaced by the unit test.

	· Practice problems will be assigned each night and will be collected at the beginning of each block and graded for a possible 3 points (see the Homework Format).
· Students are expected to work out the practice problems to the best of their ability, showing the original problem and all work necessary to complete it.
· Students are expected to check and correct their homework on my website before class and be prepared to ask questions.

· Students may need to refer to the text or the internet for assistance in doing homework.  Students should also partner with another student to work with during the year.  Working together often helps students become more successful!

· Students will be allowed to turn in any late homework assignments for half credit as long as they are turned in on or before the test on that unit. 
· Any student who habitually misses assignments during a unit will be pulled from their Academic Support or assigned after school Academic Development to complete the missing work.
· At the end of each unit, if the test percentage is higher than the homework percentage, the homework grade will be replaced by the test grade.
	· All students are expected to work hard to achieve their full potential.  There is simply not enough time during class for everyone to receive individual help.  Each person must take responsibility for his/her own learning and seek extra help when concepts are not clearly understood and before their grade begins to suffer.  
· The online textbook has many completed examples as well as practice quizzes and tests with immediate feedback!  
· Mrs. Edwards will be tutoring Algebra 2 & Trig every Tuesday from 2:30 to 3:30 in room 305.  If a student cannot come on that day, there are SOL tutors available on Wednesday and Thursday as well.
